Right now we are in the midst of preparing for the 

Smarter Balanced Assessment. All 3rd-5th grade students will test during the 

weeks of April 21- May 9. Please do not plan trips or appointments for your child 

during this time. It is very important that your child takes the test with his or her 

classmates. Please be sure your child is on time each day. Once the test has 

started, the students will not be admitted into the classroom until the test is 

completed. As a result, they will be required to make up the test at a later time. 

 

Testing time can create some anxiety in students. Please encourage your 

student to do their best. Remind them that their teachers have prepared them all 

year long and they are ready. A good old fashioned pep talk may be just what they 

need to give them a boost in their confidence. Provide for them a healthy breakfast 

and make sure they get plenty of sleep.  

 

As a reminder, this year there will be no data provided to the schools or 

families for the Smarter Balanced Assessment. However, if you have a child in 5th 

grade, they are required to take the science CST. We will receive results for 5th 

grade science only. 

 

I 

hope that you will come out and join us for this event. This year our lunch choir will 

be performing a mini musical called Dateline Rock and Roll. This will be a 

wonderful night of music from the 1950s-2000 and a chance to celebrate 

individuals who volunteer at Camino Grove.

Who is ready to soar?

As Room 5 wraps up Core Plus, the students,       

Mrs. Costarella and Team conclude a successful year 

developing reading strategies, using Thinking Maps 

and implementing Common Core Reading Standards!!  

In grades K -2, students practiced their sounds and 

how t o put their sounds together to read. 

Kindergartners were able to use Starfall.com to 

reinforce such skills.  First graders and second 

graders in Room 5 used RazKids to reinforce their 

skills.  This resource will be available for the students 

throughout the  summer too!  Grades 3 -5 supported 

and conquered their reading strategies by looping 

word parts in multisyllabic words. We also read a 

passage in one minute and kept track of how many 

words were read on a weekly basis.  Our fluency 

graphs were blasting off !   

Second through fifth graders used Thinking Maps to 

understand the structure (the purpose) of the articles 

they read.  Was the author comparing, showing many 

details of a main idea, explaining a process or a 

sequence?  Was the author ôs purpose to show c ause 

and effect to an event?  We also used maps to help 

organize and focus our answers when responding to 

comprehension answers and to summarize what was 

read.  While creating the Thinking Maps, students 

found text support showing evidence of their 

thinkin g.   

Great effort.  Meaningful thinking.  Time to soar! I am 

proud of all the hard work and great effort that was 

made in Room 5 during Core Plus!   Please visit my 

fusion page if you need guidance with your reading 

strategies.

Helping Our Kids Problem Solv e 
 
Students come to me all the time with 
their problems and I donôt solve them 

for them, but try to help walk them 
through the problem solving process.  

Here are some steps to help you 
guide your own kids through their 
problems:  

 
Step 1:  Whatôs the problem?   

Step 2:  What are some  solutions?   
Step 3:  For each solution, ask 
yourselfé 

 Is it safe?  
How might others feel about it?  

 Is it fair?  
 Will it work?  
Step 4:  Choose a solution and use it.  

Step 5:  Is it working?  If no, then go 
back to Step 3 and tr y again.  

 
Step 3 is especially important to help 
our kids to narrow it down to the best 

solution.  Try it with your child next 
time they share that they have a 

problem.  Hopefully it will help!
